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Brain Teasers and Puzzles
Cell Phone Crossword

We may still call them cell "phones", but increasingly the only sound involved with the wireless devices we carry is the beep signaling an incoming text message.

Instead of text clues, the crosswords that belong in the puzzle have been spelled out with the numbers that correspond with the letters on a traditional phone keypad. In otherwords this is a crossword crossed with text messaging. To figure out the crossword, you must figure out what word these number sequences spell. All of the words, of course, have something to do with Stanford wireless network research and teaching.

For review (and for smartphone owners) here are the letters that each telepohne keypad number represents: 2: ABC, 3:DEF, 4:GHI, 5:JKL, 6:MNO, 7:PQRS, 8: TUV, 9: WXYZ
